2. Open the book jacket. Starting from the left, number the panels 1-5 lightly in pencil. This will be the outside of the book jacket.
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Constructing the Panels:
COVER/PANEL 4: Design a cover for your book jacket that includes the title of the book, the author’s name, the illustrator’s name, any awards the book has won, and a detailed, color drawing. PLEASE DO NOT COPY A PICTURE FROM YOUR BOOK! This must be your own hand-drawn artwork.

SPINE/PANEL 3: Use creative lettering to design a spine for your book jacket. Include the title of the book, the publishing company, and the author’s name. 

BACK COVER/PANEL 2: Write a three-paragraph summary of the book that describes the beginning, middle, and end. Each paragraph should have at least 5 sentences, but no more than 8 sentences. (Remember, a summary gives just the main ideas of a story.)
VOCABULARY/PANEL 1: As you read the book, look up at least 6 words whose meanings you do not know. List these words alphabetically, along with their definitions. 
ABOUT THE READER/PANEL 5: On the top half of panel 5, glue a photo of yourself or draw a self-portrait. Underneath your picture, write a one-paragraph autobiography titled “About the Reader”. Remember, you will be writing about you, NOT the author of the book. Consider the following when writing your autobiography:

	Front Cover

	Back Cover 
	Includes a 3-paragraph summary of the beginning, middle, and end of the story, using at least 5 sentences per paragraph. 
	Includes a 3-paragraph summary of the beginning, middle, and end of the story, using at least 5 sentences per paragraph. 
	Includes a summary of the story. May or may not include information on the beginning, middle, or end of the story. May or may not be in paragraph form or in sequential order. 
	Includes a summary of the story. Is not written in paragraph form. Leaves vital information out of the summary, or the summary is not in sequential order. 
	  

	Neatness and Effort 
	The book jacket has no distracting errors, corrections or erasures and is easily read. It appears the student spent a lot of time on it. The project was turned in on time. 
	The book jacket has almost no distracting errors, corrections or erasures and is easily read. It appears the student worked hard on it. The project was turned in on time.
	The book jacket is fairly readable but the quality is not too good on some parts. It looks like the student ran out of time or didn't take care of it. The project may have been turned in late.

	Inside Right (back) Flap 
	Includes a small photograph or drawing of the reader, the reader's name, and a biography that includes some personal facts.

	Reader’s name AND/OR biography is missing. 
	  

	Inside Left (front) Flap 
	Includes at least 6 words whose meanings the reader does not know. Words are listed alphabetically with their definitions. 
	Includes at least 6 words whose meanings the reader does not know. Includes complete definitions. 
	Includes less than 6 words whose meanings the reader does not know. The words are not in alphabetical order. Definitions may or may not be complete, or they lack appropriate context. 
	Includes fewer than 6 words. Definitions are severely lacking appropriate context or completeness. 
	  

	Spine 
	Includes the title, name of author, and publishing company in neat, creative writing. 
	Includes the title and name of author in neat, creative writing. 
	May be missing either title, publishing company, or author's name. 
	Missing 2 or more components.
